Cerulean damsel
(Pomacentrus caeruleus)

The Cerulean damselfish, also known as the blue devil, is one of the
most striking damselfish, easily identifiable by its bright blue body
with vellow belly, fins and tail. Feeding primarily on zooplankton
around coral and rocky reefs, this fish can be spotted all along
Cousine Island coral reefs. This species is territorial, quite fearful and
generally solitary.
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
